Park Board: No one from Park Board was present to discuss having Tae-Kwon-Do at the Community Center.  Tabled until March Meeting.  

Fire Hydrant: Acting Mayor Sundberg asked Jason Olheiser if he wanted add to his letter that was sent to the City Council dated 01/20/2016.  Olheiser explained his letter to the council and came up with an alternative to removing the hydrant.  He suggested raising up the existing hydrant 1-1½’ so he is able to build a second driveway and an island will be created between the two driveways where the fire hydrant is.  There will be a drain down into the culvert to catch the runoff that would collect there.  Bernie will with work with Jason in the spring once the ground thaws so the posts can be put into the ground and the cover can be put on. 
Motion by Ployhart to approve payment to raise the existing hydrant and put posts on either side of the hydrant, second Spiesz.  
     
Street Improvement for Prairie Drive: All of the lots are sold and are now being built on and time to start thinking about doing the 2nd coat on the roads on Prairie Drive.  Attorney Sarah Wear suggested that we direct our City Engineer, Stan Hanson, to prepare the report for our next meeting to create a district.  No action needed at this time, will report on next meeting.  

Official Bank: In even numbered years, the City has to designate an official bank.
Motion by Ployhart to designate Harwood State Bank as its depository, second Spiesz.  Upon roll call vote with all in favor, motion carried.  

Residential Tax Exemption: No Discussion.
Motion by Peyerl to consider adopting the Resolution regarding Residential Tax Exemption, second Spiesz.  Upon roll call vote with all in favor, motion carried.  

Community Center:  Dan Newland wanted to use the front room for a Boy Scouts event for 7 days for a project they were working on.  Cayla had sent an email to Ed about an individual who wanted to the use Community Center for a fundraiser/benefit for an individual who does not reside in Harwood, but has connections here in town.  There was a lot of discussion made and all valid points of where do you draw the line for someone who is in town versus someone who doesn’t live in town.  Those present at the Council Meeting decided unanimously to charge the rate of $125 to use the back room in-conjunction with a damage deposit.  

Health Department Letter: Acting Mayor Sundberg noted that in accordance with the official letter that was sent from the Health Department, the City Office did the required distribution of the letter by submitting it to the February Issue of the Hilights and posting it at the Post Office and here are the City Office. 

Life Insurance Carrier:  Spiesz opened the discussion by noting that the coverage is larger, the expense is less than what the City is paying now. 
Motion by Spiesz to change life & AD&D insurance carriers from Unum to Dakota Capital at the rate of option 2, $33.12 per month, second Peyerl.  

Employee Cell Phones: Cayla got a quote that it would increase the current Verizon bill by $40 for a total monthly bill of $126.20 plus the cost of a phone.  Questions were asked about why so much data and it was suggested to look into a “Hot Spot” out at the shop/water plant.  Sundberg asked Todd if he would like a new phone for the city and he said not at this time. Sundberg asked if Cayla was ok to get a phone and all were in agreement.  

March Madness: Sherry is attending a conference on March 8th & 9th in Bismarck.  She is presenting on a topic at the conference as well. It is for all council members as well as those who work in the office.  Whomever from the Council wants to go, get registration information to Sherry or Cayla by March 3rd should you want to go.  

Other Business: Banyon is up and running 100%.  Utility Billing, Payroll, and Fund accounting are working smoothly.  

Reviewed Correspondence: It was decided that Saturday, May 7th, 2016 will be the City Wide Garage Sale. Clean-up week will be May 16th, 17th & 18th.   More information will come on both topics in future Hilights issues.

Portfolio Reports:  Cayla reported to the council 24 non-meter readings and 6 accounts that were 60 days’ delinquent and 2 accounts were 90 days’ delinquent.  As of today, February, 1st all of the delinquent accounts have been paid but 4.  

Adjournment:  Motion by Peyerl to adjourn at 7:59 p.m. to the next regular meeting on March 7th, 2016, second Spiesz.
