Regular Meeting
April 3, 2017

Pledge of Allegiance: Recited.

Call to Order/Roll Call: At 7:00pm, Rohrich called the meeting to order. Roll call included Jim Hughes, Nate Keller, Darlene Meyer, and Dick Sundberg. Others in attendance include City Attorney Sarah Wear, City Engineer Andrew Aakre, Public Works Superintendent Bernie Stasche, and Auditor Casey Eggermont. 

Approve Agenda:  Mayor Rohrich requested to add Cass County Weed Control. Sundberg made a motion to approve the agenda with additions, seconded by Keller. All voted aye, and the agenda was approved.

Approve April Bills and March Minutes Consent Agenda: Sundberg made a motion to approve consent agenda, seconded by Meyer. All voted aye, and the consent agenda was approved. 

Old Business:
Cleaning:  The general consensus of the board was to request Patty Peterson to continue to clean City Hall once a month, and community center once a week providing it’s reasonable.

Delinquent Water Bills: Discussion of water bills included to continue tagging houses as of 60 days. In addition, the board requested that letters be sent to the remaining residences who need meters finished. 

Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Glenn Manning presented his report, and reminded the council to make sure residents lock their doors on homes and cars, due to the warm weather and crime increasing. 

City Engineer Report: Aakre discussed that two months ago he discussed digging into information relating to the sewer on Bender Lane, and that the goal is to come back with a recommendation at next meeting.

Talked a while back about 57th street culvert, located in Reed Township.  Aakre relayed that he talked with Jason Benson about replacing culvert using the Flood Improvement Sales Tax, and that this project could potentially be eligible depending on Diversion in effect. Right now, Cass County is paying for flood diversion projects, but keeping away from projects that would be positively affected by diversion. 57th still being looked into on the details as to who raised the road, and why. 

Other Business:
Building Permits: Motion to approve Preston Steele, Rivertree Pool, and Mike Dow permits—Jim, second by Dick. All in favor, passed. Motion to delay approval of Chuck Asplin permit until additional information is received by Hughes, seconded by Keller. All in favor, motion passed.	

Bonding for Water Project: H&S Contracting that they acknowledge their inability to pay for the completion of or perform the contract between the City of Harwood and themselves. A special meeting will need to take place in order to organize the remaining tasks of the project, and how to move forward. 

Sealcoat: Motion by Sundberg to use the City of Fargo bid for sealcoating, seconded by Keller. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Correspondance:
Grant Writing Class: General consensus of the board is to send Eggermont to a grant writing class held in Grand Forks over May 4-5, 2017. 
2017 Mosquito Control: Motion to approve the proposed mosquito control from Cass County for 2017 by Sundberg, seconded by Meyer. All in favor and the motion passed. 

Community Center:

Rules/Regulations: Discussion included updates to the rules and regulations document for the community center. 

Silent Auction: Date set for Saturday, April 8th at the Community Center. 

Grand Geden: Discussion over a request for a refund deposit check ensued. The general consensus of the board was that the Grand Geden group was in breach of contract based due to having alcohol at the event, and drinking in the parking lot.  The general consensus of the board was to not refund the deposit due to these two reasons. 

Portfolio Reports:
Meyer: The expenditures for the Community Center updates exceeded the $500 limit slightly. Motion to reimburse Meyer the amount of $501.38 by Sundberg, second by Keller. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Hughes: Water plant is good to go after filtering. Hughes requested that the agenda add Public Works Superintendent and Auditor Reports
