Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Glenn Manning moved and will be covering the Buffalo area community.  Deputy Joseph Koerber will be covering the City of Harwood. Discussion came up regarding kids riding around Harwood on ATV’s and dirtbikes.  Kids should not be riding motorized vehicles on streets until 12 years old

Old Business: 
Fireworks: Mike Kvanvig attended the meeting to discuss how the fireworks selling went. Overall, the council approves the selling of fireworks for the 2019 year. Meyer relayed that the price for next years rental would be at the $2500 price compared to the $2000 price that was set for the first year. Kvanvig will rent the Community Center June 27, 2019 through July 5, 2019. 

New Business:
Nate Keller—Free Neighborhood Library: Keller would like to put up a “Little Free Library” for kids, teenagers and adults to use in front of his yard. The library is free for use, and individuals can take a book from the library, or donate to the library.  The board discussed various areas to put the library. The boards consensus is to allow Keller to put up the library, but will not take any liability if the library gets hit by snow plow in winter seasons, or any other public works vehicle or public works activity, such as working on the fire hydrants. 

Vern Lende—Second Residential Building on Property: Lende approached the board to request having a trailer put on his property, and to have another party live in the trailer.  Lende would like to hook up water and sewer to the trailer, and have his son live there. The consensus of the board is this would not be allowed, since the area that Lende lives in is zoned as a single-family housing zone, which does not allow for more than one house being on the lot.  
Building Permits: Discussion was had over two building permits, both for new single homes on Riverwood Drive. Motion to approve 108 Riverwood Drive Permit by Jordahl Homes, and to not approve the 128 Riverwood Drive permit by Cornerstone Specialties.  Hughes seconded the motion. All board members voted aye, and the motion passed. The permit for 128 Riverwood Drive was not approved due to side setbacks needing to be adjusted. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Bulk Water Rates: The discussion to raise bulk water rates was had.  The current rates is $10.00 per 1000 gallons, and the proposal was put forward to charge $30.00 per 1000 gallons for in-town businesses, and $50.00 for out-of-town businesses. Hughes made a motion to approve the recommended $.03 per gallon for local businesses and $.05 per gallon for out-of-town businesses effective immediately, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion carried. Rates will be charged retroactively to the pipeline group. 

2019 Budget: Hughes made a motion to approve the preliminary budget of $254,846.79, split between the General Fund, City Share of Specials Fund, and Emergency Fund, seconded by Sundberg.  All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed.  The board approved submitting the general fund budget of $241,830.88, the City Share of Specials budget of $4,903.50, and the Emergency Fund budget of $8,112.41, totaling $254,846.79.  Eggermont relayed that the proposed budget needs to be submitted to the county no later than August 10th. The proposed budget is aimed at a higher dollar amount, with the intent to cut numbers before the final budget meeting in October. Once the proposed budget is submitted to the county, the city can cut the amount of dollars after submission, but cannot raise the budget. 

Public Works Report:. Stasch relayed that work on the Lind Circle hydrant would be commencing, and discussed various public work related items. 

Engineer Report:   Aakre discussed the building permit process, and provided a revamped building permit checklist, as well as a revamped page of the building permit application. Aakre also discussed the Tanner House and the lift stations.  At the Rivertree Lift Station, the Control Panel will need to be replaced in the near future. Aakre relayed that the main lift station will be needing repairs in the future, specifically the wet well, noting that the concrete is very pitted and rough looking. 
Aakre requested a motion to start a plan for demolition and moving the Tanner residence house, located at 116 Oak Circle. Hughes made the motion, Sundberg seconded. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont relayed that delinquent water bills would be posted in the week, and discussed the upcoming budget dates.  

Correspondence: None. 

Portfolio Reports: 
Hughes: Hughes would like to address the topic of unsightly property in the city. He requested that this be put on the September agenda. 

Meyer: Meyer relayed that she likes the idea of moving the garage, located on the Tanner residence at 116 Oak Circle, to behind the Community Center for extra storage. She would like to research what the costs will be to move the garage and pouring a slab. 

Announcements: None

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Hughes, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 10:34pm
