HARWOOD CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
City of Harwood, North Dakota
Regular Meeting
August 7, 2017

Pledge of Allegiance: Recited.

Call to Order/Roll Call: At 7:00pm, Mayor Bill Rohrich called the meeting to order. Roll call included Dick Sundberg, Nate Keller, and Darlene Meyer. Jim Hughes was absent. Others in attendance included City Engineer Andrew Aakre, Public Works Superintendent Bernie Stasch, and Auditor Casey Eggermont. 

Approve Agenda: Eggermont requested that Paul Kalibabsky from Waste Management be added to the agenda.  Sundberg approved the agenda with the addition, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the agenda was approved. 

Approve May Bills and April Minutes Consent Agenda: Motion to approve consent agenda by Meyer, second by Keller. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

New Business: 
Building Permits: Jamie Nettum and Rod Eisenzimmer submitted building permits for their residences. Nettums permit exceeded the square footage of building a new garage, and the board discussed that he would have to go through a variance process to have the garage built to his specks.  Eisenzimmer’s building permit discussed extending a driveway towards the back of his home.  Sundberg made a motion to approve Eisenzimmer’s permit, seconded by Keller. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Special Permit for Community Days: Katy Koehn attended the meeting to discuss Community Days and the permit required for the Harwood Grill & Saloon to have a beer garden during the street dance. Meyer made a motion to accept the permit, seconded by Keller. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Waste Management: Paul Kalibabsky from Waste Management attended the meeting to discuss the possibility of putting Harwood on a twice a month recycle pickup schedule, rather than the once a month pickup schedule that the city is currently on. The cost would be an additional $1.75 per month per resident, whereas if the city were not on the twice a month pickup, the cost for an additional bin would be $2.50 per bin if residents had an extra.  The consensus of the board is to send out a survey to the residents to see what their thoughts are on the matter. 

Old Business : 
Ordinance No. 2017-27-Parking: The second reading of Ordinance No. 2017-27-Parking was completed.  At the July meeting, Member Sundberg introduced a certain Ordinance No. 2017-27 entitled: AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT SECTION 13-1603 OF CHAPTER 13-16 OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF 2006 OF THE CITY OF HARWOOD, NORTH DAKOTA, RELATING TO PARKING. and moved that it be given its first reading. Said motion was seconded by Member Hughes, and on roll call, the following members voted in favor of the adoption of said ordinance: Sundberg, Hughes, Keller, and Meyer. The following members voted nay: none. The following commissioners were absent and not voting: none. The majority having voted aye, the first reading was declared passed.

Cars Parking on the Street: Mark Kerkvliet sent an email regarding cars parking on Wally street.  The board asked Eggermont to relay to Kerkvliet that the new ordinance will help with the vehicles parking where they shouldn’t. 



Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Glenn Manning presented the monthly law enforcement report, which included 1 fireworks related incident, 4 fires, 1 threat, 4 disturbance/domestic, 1 loud party, 4 theft/burglary, 4 suspicious acts, 1 found property, 1 assault, 1 gun shot heard, 1 animal call, 1 reckless driver, and 1 suicidal person. 

Public Works Report: Stasch discussed redoing the main lift station, with a price tag of close to $76,000. Stasch relayed that he and Councilman Hughes about the pricing, and that they would like to request $80,000 in the event that plans change along the way of fixing the lift station.  Sundberg made a motion to pay for the new lift out the lagoon money located in the sewer fund, seconded by Meyer. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Stasch went on to discuss replacing a culvert located in Lind Circle, and the cost estimate is around $17,000. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed the proposed costs of the 2018 general fund and specials fund with the board.  Sundberg made a motion to accept the preliminary budget total levy of $305,183.17, seconded by Keller. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Eggermont went on to discuss Harold Rotunda’s visit, and that he will be meeting again before the September meeting.  She also discussed she will be attending the NDLC Annual Conference, and Meyer will be going as well.  The last item Eggermont discussed was the proposal by Valuation Northwest, in which the company is proposing to do a full inventory valuation for the City and provided a cost estimate.  The consensus of the board was to review the packet and discuss at the next meeting. 

Correspondence:
Emergency Management Letter: Mayor Rohrich received a letter discussing an Emergency Management representative for the City of Harwood.  Sundberg volunteered to serve as the representative.  

Portfolio Reports:  Mayor Rohrich discussed that he was working on the budget with Eggermont, and that the council will hopefully have more answers by the next meeting.  

Announcements: Next City Council meeting is Monday, September 11, 2017. 

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Sundberg, seconded by Meyer.  All voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:42 p.m. 
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
