Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Heger attended to meeting to discuss the monthly law enforcement report.  Heger reported the following: 21 Calls for Service, 8 Traffic Stops
6 Warnings, and 6 Citations. 

New Business: 
Building Permits: Hankey discussed two separate building permits, one for 107 Brooktree Drive, and the other for 5611 53rd Ave N., located in Lake Shure.  Hankey relayed that they are both for cosmetic updates.  Hankey made a motion to pass the 107 Brooktree Drive building permit, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and  the motion passed.  Hankey then made a motion to pass the 5611 53rd Ave N. building permit, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Sewer Rate and Contract for Church: The board discussed the new sewer service to the Zion Lutheran Church, and was told by Eggermont that a member of the church requested a lower utility bill rate.  Sundberg made a motion to charge the Zion Lutheran Church the residential rate for sewer, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Liquor Licenses: Eggermont discussed the liquor license requirements for the Harwood American Legion and the Harwood Grill & Saloon.  Hankey made a motion to pass the liquor licenses for both establishments, seconded by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion passed.

Sewer Rates: Discussion of sewer rates was tabled from the previous meeting.  The council would like to know what profit the city is making directly off of each resident and business.  Eggermont will have numbers at the next city council meeting. 

Discussion over Freedland Drive/School Road repairs: Sundberg relayed that no further communication has come from the school in regards to fixing the Freedland Drive damages.  The new construction of the school has caused Freedland Drive to be pothole-ridden.  Sundberg will extend the cities standpoint of the potholes again to the school and the construction company. 

2020 Salary Discussion: Discussion was had among the council for 2020 salaries and wages for City of Harwood employees.  The board discussed Jeremy Snyder’s advancement in his position through obtaining his Class 1 certification, and discussed Eggermont’s extra duties of the City office without an assistant, and the involvement she has with the Park Board and Community Events.  Motion by Hankey to increase salaries and wages by 4% for all employees, with an extra $1.00 per hour for Snyder, and a $5000 increase for Eggermont.  Motion was seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Public Works Report: Stasch was absent due to working overnight moving snow, but Mayor Rohrich relayed that the blower and parts in are in for the tractor, and everything should be up and running within a week. 

Engineer Report: Aakre discussed the Flood Diversion Authority, and advised the council to continue reaching out to the group for updates. 
 
Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed utility bills, general happenings in the office and community, and the next fundraiser she and the Park Board President, Katy Koehn, are working on for the end of February.  

Correspondence: None

Portfolio Reports: Councilman Hankey requested to purchase a new phone system specifically used for phone conferences.  The consensus was to purchase a new phone system. 

Councilman Meyer handed out new rules and regulations for the Community Center for the 2020 year, and requested to purchase a new door mat for the building. 

Mayor Rohrich relayed that he will be gone for the January, February, and March meetings, and Councilman Sundberg relayed he will be gone for the February and March meetings. 

Announcements: Eggermont relayed the office will be closed for Christmas and New Years Day. 

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Hughes, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 7:50pm.
