Old Business: 
Aggressive Dog Ordinance/Update on Ordinances: Tabled until January meeting. Hankey will work with Wear on combining proposed ordinance from Wear with a few lines from the Grand Forks ordinance. 

New Business:
Community Center Request: Isaac Dahn approached the board with a request to rent the community center for longer hours for their Saturday night wedding reception in May.  Dahn requested to have the Community Center available from 8:00am to past 1:00am.  Dahn relayed that many wedding guest would not be able to attend the wedding reception with the 11:00pm curfew held by the Community Center.  Hankey made a motion to allow the Community Center be open until Midnight for the event, and the hall cleaned no later than 1:00pm on Sunday.  Motion seconded by Meyer. Upon roll call vote, Meyer, Hankey, and Sundberg voted aye, Hughes voted nay. 

Liquor Licenses: Eggermont requested a motion be made to approve liquor and cabaret licenses to the Harwood American Legion and the Harwood Grill & Saloon, provided they fill out the applications and make payment before being given the permits.  Hughes made the motion as requested, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Public Works Report:. Stasch reported that the ice rink would be ready to use, and that he was testing different salt and sand products from a new company.  
 
Engineer Report:   Moore Engineering engineer Andrew Aakre requested that the board pay American Enterprises for their work on the 116 Oak Circle project.  The amount for the second application for payment was $15,631.75. Motion by Sundberg to make the payment, seconded by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont relayed that she would be attending a legislative workshop in Bismarck on December 5th, 2018.  

Portfolio Reports: Rohrich: Mayor Rohrich relayed that he will be gone for the January, February and March meetings for 2019, but will be available by phone.
