Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Glenn Manning submitted the October Monthly Report, which included 9 suspicious activity reports, 3 domestic/disturbance calls, 3 traffic related calls, 2 animal calls, 2 theft/fraud calls, 1 gas leak and 1 harassment.  

Captain John attended the meeting to discuss the shots fired Southwest of Harwood. 

Old Business: 
Vacant Council Seat: Mayor Rohrich asked Ernie Jury if he would be interested in filling the empty council seat. Jury relayed that he would be interested in the position.  Consensus was to have Jury join the board.  Jury will take the Oath of Office in January, when a notary is available.  

J&J Lease Agreement: The board reviewed the revised J & J Salon lease agreement.  Meyer suggested that her and Mayor Rohrich approach Jodi and discuss the new lease agreement. 

New Business:
Building Permit for Ellingson Flag Pole: Motion to approve the building permit by Hughes, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion was carried. 

Salary Adjustment Research: Meyer discussed her research on salary ranges, and relayed that the state has a fantastic salary range survey for jobs across the state but the city level does not yet have a report like the state report.  She did relay that Eggermont did find a survey from 2015 for cities who chose to participate in the survey at that time, but still was not exactly what she was looking for.  Meyer also relayed that she had a discussion with City of Mapleton City Auditor to see if the City of Harwood was comparable.  Meyer found out that the similarities and the differences between the two cities.  Meyer relayed that she believes that Eggermont deserves a larger raise due to experience and cleaning up the books for the City.  5% raises have been given to get wages to up to where they should be. Hughes relayed that he agrees that Eggermont deserves a higher raise. Meyer gave handouts to the board members of the 2015 survey. Motion by Sundberg to increase Eggermont from 5% to 6% on salary increase, seconded by Meyer. All voted aye, motion carried. 

Public Works Report:. Lift station work going to be started next week.  Called Marc on FD to pickup fire hydrant.  Lots of cars on the streets, going to have tagged days. 

Engineer Report:  Andrew Aakre sent a report discussing the Governor’s Task Force and the FM Diversion.  Discussed Mrs. Tanner’s home and the decrease in elevation. 

Correspondence: Discussed a request to allow a Community Center renter that is wanting to rent the hall for extended hours. The board did not agree to extend the hours. 

Portfolio Reports: Hughes clarified that Senior discount is received only on garbage at the rate of $17.00 per month for the 2018 year.  Rohrich will be gone December 30th through February. 

Announcements: Next City Council meeting is Tuesday, January 2, 2018.
