Law Enforcement Reports: Deputy Glenn Manning reported for the month of November, which included 1 public assist, 2 animal calls, 2 suspicious activities, 8 traffic related incidents, and 1 missing persons. 

Clean Water State Revolving Fund: Moore Engineering representative Andrew Aarke discussed the board signing a form to qualify for a low interest loan program for municipalities. The program comes at low interest, with 20 to 30 years available to pay the loan back. Signing the form does not obligate the City of Harwood to taking the loan, but rather prepares the city in the event that the loan is needed. Mayor Rohrich signed off on the form. 

Permits: The Harwood American Legion and the Harwood Grill & Saloon both submitted liquor license applications. In addition, Harwood American Legion submitted a cabaret license application. Hughes made a motion to all liquor and cabaret licenses submitted, seconded by Sundberg. All voted aye, and the motion carried. 

CD Renewal: Auditor Sherry Morris presented to the board an update on a city owned CD. Hughes originally made a motion to renew the CD valued at $40,000.00. Sundberg requested that the motion be tabled until Morris was able to be at the table. Later in the meeting, Morris explained that the CD should be cashed. Sundberg made a motion to cash the CD, seconded by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion carried. 

2017-2018 Lagoon Cash Rent Agreement: Discussion ensued over the 2017-2018 Lagoon Cash Rental Agreement. Sundberg requested that the discussion and decision be tabled until the January meeting due to drainage issues needing to be remedied. 

Harwood Fire & Rescue/Minnkota Power Easement: Brian Giere of the Harwood Fire Department requested that an easement be granted to Minnkota Power under the legal description Part of Lot 1, Block 1 of LARSON ADDITION TO THE CITY OF HARWOOD. The general consensus was to have Attorney Wear review the easement and the ownership of the listed legal description and to report to the board at the January meeting. Sundberg made a motion to commit to approving the easement per a double check of the legal descriptions for the city portion, seconded by Meyer. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Community Center Health Inspection: Meyer reported that the Community Center must have a handwashing sink installed in the kitchen area. Meyer also included that paperwork needs to be sent from the Auditor’s office in order to have this project take place. 

Hiring of Additional Utility Workers: Hughes discussed the need for additional utility workers for the City. The board discussed the issue and came to the consensus to advertise with Labor Masters out of Fargo and posting the position on Jobs HQ and on the North Dakota Job Service website. 

City Auditor: Mayor Rohrich announced that Casey Eggermont has been hired through Labor Masters out of Fargo and will officially start with the City of Harwood on January 1, 2017.  Rohrich also announced that current Auditor Sherry Morris will be retiring at the end of the 2016 year. 

Correspondence: Discussion ensued over the Waste Management schedule changing from Thursday collection to Wednesday collection instead. An outlet in the Community Center shorted out from the weekend activities, and Mayor Rohrich agreed to call an electrician to remedy the situation. Following this, discussion occurred over the policy manual and changes to be discussed. The board also requested that the Auditor’s office send thank you card to JDP Electric. 

Minutes: Meeting minutes of the November 21, 2016 Special Meeting were reviewed, as taken by Meyer. Sundberg made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion was carried. 

With no further business, the Sundberg made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Hughes. All approved, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:03pm.
