Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Phil Sasso-Lundin presented the January 2019 Calls for Service report.  He reported that for the Harwood area, there was 2 suspicious activity calls, 8 public assists, 1 traffic complaint, 1 alarm call, 9 traffic stops, 1 traffic crashes, and 3 theft calls. 

New Business:
Harwood Fire & Rescue 2018 Annual Report: Brian Giere with the Harwood Fire & Rescue provided the council with a 2018 Annual Report on the department.  Giere reported that the department made 136 emergency response calls last year, of which 92 were medical and 44 were fire.  The volunteers logged 3700 hours of training.  Giere reported that the department has a territory expansion into Reed Township as of 2019, and had fought fires in 5 different territories in 2018.  Financials included being approved for 9 grants in 2018, totaling $51,000.  For the 2019 year, the department has submitted grants for a tanker and for SCBA’s.  The report on the equipment, assets, and building included the completion of the expansion project, and having the roof replaced on the original building.  The department also updated 8 sets of turnout gear, including turnouts, boots, helmets, gloves and hoods. They are looking to add a second engine to their fleet.  Giere also relayed that outreach for the 2018 went well, including the 2018 fundraiser, with another fundraiser planned for 2019, hand delivering over 700 calendars to Harwood area residents, the 4th annual blood drive and doing Night Out events in the Reiles Acres and Highland Park areas. The final update is that the department will be doing new fire training to reduce the time of flowing water to under three minutes upon arrival at the scene of a fire. 

Old Business: 
Aggressive Dog Ordinance/Update on Ordinances: The updated ordinance was discussed amongst the board, with heavy discussion on enforcement of the ordinance. This is tabled until March meeting. Hankey will work with Wear on updating the ordinance with suggestions from the board. 

Copier Discussion: The consensus from the board is to send back the original Lanier copier that has the contract up, checking to see if the current copier can be sent back as well, and to look into the possibility of purchasing a copier from a store.  

Public Works Report:. Stasch reported that snow removal was going well, and that the alternator needs to be replaced in the truck.  Stasch relayed that he would like a new blower and tractor next year for snow removal.  
 
Engineer Report:   Moore Engineering engineer Andrew Aakre could not attend the meeting, but gave a report for the council to review a requested motion. The motion was to pay for an $800 railroad permit for the new Sewer Improvement Project.  Hughes made a motion to pay the permit, seconded by Hankey. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed.  

Auditor Report: Eggermont relayed that Harold Rotunda is still working on his audit, but would be available for the March meeting.   

Portfolio Reports: No portfolio reports. 

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Hughes, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:17pm.
