New Business: 
Cass County Multi Hazard Mitigation Plan: The council made a motion to table the Cass County Multi Hazard Mitigation Plan until March to receive further details and information. 

New Building Permit Application: Eggermont proposed an updated building permit application.  The new application is a simple, 2 page application compared to the previous lengthy application.  Motion by Meyer to implement the new building permit application, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion carried. 

Discussion over Sheyenne Gardens Being Sold: The board discussed the news of Sheyenne Gardens and surrounding land being sold to a possible developer and what would be needed in the event a development were to be created. 

Excavation Permit: Motion by Hughes to approve the excavation permit from 702 Communications, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the motion carried. 

Clean Up Week Discussion: The board discussed the charges from Hazer’s Auto for refrigerators and appliances that were picked up during clean up week.  Hughes made a motion to charge resident’s $45.00 for appliances that contain free-on, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Old Business: None

Public Works Report: Stasch reported usual Public Works workings. 

Engineer Report: Aakre discussed the possibility of rebidding the sewer project this spring.  After discussion, Hankey made a motion to rebid the project, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. Aakre then went on to request a motion to authorize up to $5000 in updating costs for the Emergency Plan. 
 
Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed utility bills, general happenings in the office and the upcoming Potato Klub fundraiser.
