Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Glenn Manning submitted the December Calls for service report.  The activity for the month of January was 2 fraud calls, 3 traffic related calls, 1 medical call, 1 suspicious act, 2 welfare calls, and 1 alarm.  721.5 hours were spent by Cass County deputies in the City of Harwood. 

Old Business: 
Policy Manual: Final revisions and amendments were submitted to the board.  Motion by Jury to accept the Policy Manual as presented, seconded by Meyer.  All voted aye, motion approved. 

New Business:
Community Center:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fireworks: Motion by Meyer to approve the selling of Fireworks in June 27th through July 5th, 2018 contingent upon approval from attorney and insurance, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

New Rental Forms: Consensus of the board was to approve the new rental form upon approval from Attorney Sarah Wear. 

Locks/Keys: The idea of having a lock box for keys at the Community Center was discussed.  The consensus of the council was to have Meyer and Stasch work together on this project.  Reasons for the project are to make Community Center rentals easier on both the council and renters. 

Stage Covering: Meyer requested to have the stage recovered that is located in the Community Center. The general consensus of the board was to have Meyer and Stasch work on this project together as long as the cost of the project is under $1000. 

J & J Salon Lease: Discussion followed regarding the J & J Salon Lease.  Eggermont requested a copy of the most recent signed lease from Jodi Bergman.  As of the February 5, 2018 meeting, no copy has been received to the Harwood City Council.  Eggermont or Meyer will request a copy again. 

Cleaning Supplies: Meyer relayed that the cleaning room should be open and available to renters who need to clean after events.  No disagreement from the council. 

Extended Hours for Renters: The board asked that references be given for late hours. No decision was made. 

Harwood Fire and Rescue Fundraiser—Gaming Permit: Motion to approve by Hughes, second by Jury. All voted aye, and the motion carried. 

Public Works Report:. Stasch relayed that the Public Works crew has been working in the water plant and has been cleaning pipes.  Stasch communicated that water has been discolored due to cleaning the pipes.  Parking on the streets has been difficult on Rivershore Drive, as well as Alice Lane. Projects at the Community Center will also be keeping Public Works busy. 

Hughes requested reports for water and sewer gallons used, whether it’s per month or quarter. Stasch and Eggermont will work on requesting a report from City of Fargo. 

Engineer Report:  Not present. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont reported that all end of year reports are completed.  She also reported that Harold Rotunda has visited and received end of year reports for 2017.  Eggermont will attending the March Madness conference in March. 

Correspondence: 
Specials on Ag Land within City Limits: A request was brought forward regarding special assessments being assessed to ag land within city limits.  The consensus among the council is that special assessments will not be removed due to the proper procedure being done to place specials on parcels located within the City of Harwood city limits. 

Complaint about trucks on Main Street: The board received a complaint about semi trucks that have been travelling on Main Street in Harwood and ruining lawns.  The board asked Eggermont to relay to the resident to take pictures of which trucks are doing the damage, and that they will be reported.  The board also relayed that they will help with grass seed for the lawn. 

Mark Kerklivet Request: Kerklivet requested that the City of Harwood allow residents to pay a flat, fixed dollar amount on utilities each month, and to bill the extra amount at the end of the year if a resident were to go over their average usage of water.  At this time, the board is not interested in this option.
