Regular Meeting
January 10, 2017

Pledge of Allegiance: Recited.

Call to Order/Roll Call:  Councilmember Dick Sundberg called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Council present included Jim Hughes, Darlene Meyer, Mayor Bill Rohrich via phone, and Nate Keller arrived later in the meeting. Also present were Public Works Superintendent Bernie Stasch, City Attorney Sarah Wear, City Engineer Andrew Aakre, and acting auditor Casey Eggermont. Audience members included Stephen Olson, Jennifer Spiesz and JoAnn Spiesz. 

Approve Agenda:  Sundberg asked for requests to change or add the agenda. Request from Eggermont to add additional items. Motion by Meyer to approve the agenda with additions, seconded by Hughes. All members were in favor and the motion was passed. 

Auditor’s Office: Hughes made a motion to appoint Casey Eggermont as the Harwood City Auditor, seconded by Meyer. Motion was amended to hire Eggermont retroactive through the first of the 2017 year by Hughes, seconded by Meyer. All members were in favor and the motion passed. Discussion ensued over the auditor’s office removing prior auditor Sherry Morris from the cell phone account and placing Eggermont on the account, and announcing that the 2015 Annual Drinking Water Quality Report has been completed and posted in public places. Motion was made to appoint Eggermont as the Associate Member for the Fargo-Moorhead Metro COG by Hughes, seconded by Meyer. All voted aye, and the motion passed.

Old Business: Discussion was had over the Lagoon Cash Rent Agreement from the previous meeting. No action took place. Discussion also took place over the Harwood Fire & Rescue Easement. The consensus of the board is that Ron Larson is to grant the easement because of him owning the property, and that transferring the property was the responsibility of Larson when he received the land from the city back in 2004.

Law Enforcement Report:   Deputy Glenn Manning emailed his report to the auditor’s office. The report included 2 public assist/found property calls, 1 medical/welfare check, 4 disturbance/suspicious activity calls, 1 theft/fraud call, 4 traffic related incidents and 3 animal calls. 

City Engineer Report: Aakre asked that a meeting be set up to discuss the possibility of 57th street being raised, causing a possible flooding obstacle. Aakre then requested setting up a meeting to discuss infrastructure concerns with the city. Stasch, Sundberg and Hughes agreed to meeting with Aakre on January 12th at noon at city hall to discuss the situation. Lastly, Aakre and Stasch discussed a meeting with Cass County to receive radar detecting speed signs that the county would be a cost share of 50% to the city. The general consensus of the board was to not purchase the radar signs. 

Letter of Credit: Hughes made a motion to accept the 2017 Letter of Credit from the Bank of North Dakota, seconded by Meyer. All approved and the motion passed. 

Community Complaints: Community complaints included water meters and garbage disposal. The general consensus for the water meters is for Eggermont, Stasch and Auditor’s Assistant Lori Peyerl to create a diagram to be published in the Harwood Highlights and to be sent via email to residents on how to read their meters. The general consensus for garbage disposal was to relay the message to the board member with the garbage portfolio and to announce changes in the pickup schedule as soon as they are known of. 

Community Center: Community Center report includes discussion over allowing two Fargo residents use the kitchen for their business. Meyer is going to work with the two women on an agreement to use the kitchen. Handicapped doors were put into the restrooms. Estimates are being requested for the hand wash sink that is to be put in the kitchen. 

Policy Manual Updates: Discussion is tabled until the next regular meeting. 

Portfolio Reports: Meyer announced that the Park Board is requesting the City to match a $500 contribution to Community Days. The general consensus from the board is that they support giving a contribution, but want to know where to pull it out of the budget before approving it. Keller discussed a property being constructed on Riverwood Drive that encroaches on the river and is probably in the flood way, and requested ways to enforce this ordinance. 

Adjourn: With no further business, Hughes made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Keller. All voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 11:02pm.
