Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Heger attended to meeting to discuss the monthly law enforcement report.  Heger reported the following: 17 traffic stops, 12 warnings and 5 citations.

New Business: 
Special Event Permits: Waylon Butler of the Harwood Grill & Saloon requested 2 special event permits for January and February, those being for the Lemke Wedding and the Northern Cass School Benefit. Motion by Hughes to accept both special event permit applications, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Deposit for Rental Property Utility Bills: Eggermont proposed utilizing a utility deposit procedure for rental properties in Harwood.  She relayed that in the past, renters have left the city with unpaid utility bills, and receiving payment from homeowners on the renters behalf is not easy.  Motion by Sundberg to implement a $200.00 deposit requirement for all renters in the City of Harwood, starting February 1, 2020, seconded by Meyer.  All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Building on Property between Bank and Post Office: Eggermont relayed that there is interest from a private party to purchase the lot between the bank and the post office, with the intent to build a storage building on the property.  The private party wanted to ensure this practice was allowable.  Eggermont relayed to the board that according to the Harwood City Ordinances, this was allowable.  The board agreed, and requested Eggermont to ask where the private party plans to have access made to the property. 

Old Business: 
Sewer Rates: Discussion of sewer rates was tabled from the previous meeting. The council discussed charging additional for commercial rates, at the rate of $2.00 extra per 1000 gallons of water used.  Motion by Hughes to implement a $2.00 sewer charge per 1000 gallons of water use, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Community Center Rates and Rules/Regulations: Meyer discussed the updated Community Center rates and rules/regulation documents.  Motion by Sundberg to implement the new Community Center rates and new rules/regulations, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Public Works Report: Stasch relayed that the new snow blower works great, as well as discussed winter parking problems and residents moving snow out onto the street.  Moving forward, letters will be sent with invoices for all residents who push snow into the streets. Stasch went on to request new tires for the truck.  The consensus of the board was to purchase the new tires.  Stasch also relayed that the 3 pumps that were purchased in 2019 were smaller than planned, and that he will be returning the 3 pumps in exchange for 2 larger pumps. 

Engineer Report: Aakre was not present, and did not have a report.  
 
Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed utility bills, general happenings in the office and community, updating the website, and working on year-end duties. 

Correspondence: Discussion was had over what is appropriate for city-wide email use for businesses in the city.  A complaint was made regarding using the city-wide email for advertising a local establishment’s weekend activity.  The consensus of the board is to continue allowing all businesses to use the city-wide email for free advertising. 

Discussion was also had regarding residents with outside mailboxes and snow surrounding the boxes.  Eggermont has received complaints regarding snow removal efforts around mailboxes, and has been asked repeatedly who is responsible to clean around mailbox stands that have more than 1 mailbox on them.  The consensus of the board is that snow removal around mailboxes is the responsibility of the mailbox owner, not the city.  In the event of multiple mailboxes sharing the same stand, this is still the responsibility of the mailbox owners, not the city.  In the event that the property owner of where the multi-mailbox stand is located does not clean around the mailbox stand, this is still not the cities responsibility.  The suggestion was made to relay to residents that owners of mailboxes on shared stands need to work together to keep their mailbox stand clean. 

Portfolio Reports: Mayor Rohrich gave a thank you to Stasch and Jeremy Snyder for their work in keeping the roads clean during the storms. 

Sundberg discussed the need for updated flood maps, updated pamphlets and building a flood committee for the predicted flood season. 

Hughes requested a report on the fire hydrants.  Stasch relayed that a copy will be provided once it is completed.  Hughes also asked about the Rivertree Lift Station, and the issues it’s been having. 

Meyer relayed that the Community Center has many rentals for the upcoming year. 

Announcements: Eggermont relayed the office will be closed on January 20th for Martin Luther King, Jr. Day, and that she will be taking vacation from January 24th to January 31st. 

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Hughes, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:14pm.
