HARWOOD CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

Regular Meeting
July 10th, 2017

Pledge of Allegiance: Recited.

Call to Order/Roll Call: At 7:00pm, Mayor Bill Rohrich called the meeting to order. Roll call included Dick Sundberg, Nate Keller, Darlene Meyer, and Jim Hughes. Others in attendance included City Attorney Sarah Wear, Public Works Superintendent Bernie Stasche, and Auditor Casey Eggermont. 

Approve Agenda: Keller made a motion to approve the agenda with no amendments, seconded by Meyer. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Approve May Bills and April Minutes Consent Agenda: Motion to approve consent agenda by Meyer, second by Keller. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Old Business : No old business
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New Business: 
Speed Bumps on Rivertree Boulevard: Ryan Volk attended the council meeting with a petition to install speed bumps on Rivertree Boulevard. The reason for the speed bump request was for children’s safety on Rivertree.  Keller made a motion to install the speed bumps, seconded by Hughes with the amendment to revolt the motion if additional bumps are required to be purchased.  Upon roll call vote: Hughes voted yes, Sundberg voted no, Keller voted yes, Meyer voted yes, Rohrich did not vote. Majority voted yes. Motion passed. 

Community Days: Sara Hilde discussed the plans for Community Days and what the Park Board is requesting of the City.  Meyer mentioned that Hilde requested to use the tables and chairs from the Community Center for the event, and that would take place of the $500 match that the City planned to give. Hilde went on to discuss permits that will be needed for Community Days, the street dance, and parking. 

City Website: The City was approached by CivicLive with their website services. The general consensus of the board was to not go with a new website at this time. 

Ordinance No. 2017-27-Parking: The first reading of Ordinance No. 2017-27-Parking was completed.  Member Sundberg introduced a certain Ordinance No. 2017-27 entitled: AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT SECTION 13-1603 OF CHAPTER 13-16 OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF 2006 OF THE CITY OF HARWOOD, NORTH DAKOTA, RELATING TO PARKING. and moved that it be given its first reading. Said motion was seconded by Member Hughes, and on roll call, the following members voted in favor of the adoption of said ordinance: Sundberg, Hughes, Keller, and Meyer. The following members voted nay: none. The following commissioners were absent and not voting: none. The majority having voted aye, the first reading was declared passed.

Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Glenn Manning presented the monthly law enforcement report, which included 5 traffic related incidents, 2 domestic incidents, 1 public assist, 3 fire calls, 7 suspicious activity calls, and 1 burglary. 

Public Works Report: Stasche reported that the City has been paid for the work that JDP Electric completed, which came to over $18,000 from the Guarantee Company.  Stasche went on to discuss that he and Hughes received prices on the main lift station. For new pumps and basically redoing the main lift, the cost estimate is $76,000. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont reported that Harold Rotunda will be visiting later in the week to go over the audit, and that the budget will need to be mostly completed by August 10 due to a new pre-tax statement being sent out to taxpayers. 

Correspondence:
ISO Report: Brian Geare and Marc Mosser attended the meeting to discuss the recent ISO audit for the City of Harwood Fire Department.  Currently, the Fire Department is rated at a 7, and the hope is that the number will stay the same or possibly increase.  The actual results will be delivered in approximately 8 months. 

Portfolio Reports: Meyer reported that the NDSU will be holding a pesticide meeting on March 29, 2018, and she hopes that NDSU will continue to rent the Community Center for events like this. Meyer also delivered bills for the Community Center to be paid.  Sundberg made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Hughes. All voted yes and the motion was carried. 

Announcements: Next City Council meeting is Monday, August 7, 2017.

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Sundberg, seconded by Keller. All voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned. 
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
