Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Joe Koerber presented the June 2019 Calls for Service report.  He reported that for the Harwood area, there was 6 suspicious activity calls, 4 public assists, 6 traffic complaints, 1 medical call, 1 medical call, 1 disturbance calls, 1 vandalism call and 15 traffic stops. Koerber also relayed that there were a total of 6 arrests made in the month of June, 4 were from one incident that was part of a suspicious call.  The arrests ranged from warrants including a range of theft offences and drug offenses. 

New Business:
Discussion over Wedding Bar: A resident of Harwood put in a request to have an out of town bar work at their wedding in the Community Center.  The consensus of the board is to not allow an out of town bar into the Community Center at this time due to there being a bar in town willing to work the event, and since the out of town bar does not hold a city liquor license. 

Special Permit Request: The Harwood Grill & Saloon requested a special permit to have their liquor license moved to the Community Center for a wedding in July.  Motion by Hughes to allow the special permit, seconded by Hankey. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Discuss fence around Harwood Grill & Saloon Volleyball Court: The board discussed the snow fence surrounding the Harwood Grill & Saloon volleyball court, and requested that research be done to what the North Dakota Century Code requires for a fence where beer and liquor is being served or consumed at a liquor establishment.  

Pick Special Meeting Date for Budget: The board chose July 15th, 2019 to have a special meeting regarding the 2020 preliminary budget. 

Old Business: 
J&J Hair Salon Rental: The board discussed the empty room that was occupied by J&J Hair Salon.  The board will review again at the next meeting. 

Chicken Ordinance: A resident of Harwood requested that the City Council revisit the revised ordinance discussing chickens.  Currently, the updated ordinance does not allow for residents in Harwood to have chickens in the city limits.  The board is not interested in changing the chicken ordinance at this time. 

Building Permits: Billy and Michelle Knutson submitted a building permit for a new garage.  Motion by Sundberg to approve the building permit, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Alexander Stremick submitted a building permit for a new accessory building in his backyard.  Motion by Sundberg to approve the building permit, seconded by Hankey. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Public Works Report: Bernie Stasch did not attend the meeting, but relayed to Eggermont that he wanted to thank the board for the 25th Anniversary Party that was thrown for him in June.   
 
Engineer Report:   Andrew Aakre with Moore Engineering requested that a final pay estimate be paid to American Enterprises for the Oak Circle Project, also known as the Tanner Home project.  Motion by Sundberg to pay the final pay estimate, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed.  

Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed delinquent bills, different meetings she attended and the upcoming preliminary budget.  

Correspondence: 
Summer Fill 2019: Eggermont requested that the City take advantage of the Summer Propane Fill program.  The consensus of the board is to do a summer fill. 

State Tax Commissioner Contract: The North Dakota State Tax Commissioner forwarded the usual biannual contract to the City of Harwood that stipulates the cost of having their office distribute tax dollars to the city. 

Portfolio Reports: Mayor Rohrich discussed the Auditor’s Office being able to pay bills early in order to take advantage of discounts.  Hughes made a motion to allow the Auditor’s Office to pay bills early, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion was approved.
