Building Permits: Ron Larson submitted a permit application to build a new garage on 235 Chapin Drive.  Motion by Sundberg to approve the permit, seconded by Hankey. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed.   


Old Business: 
Business Rental at Community Center: Mayor Rohrich relayed that Jody Bergman is not interested in signing a contract to rent the space at the Community Center for any amount of time, and would like to stay at the Community Center until September 1, 2019. The council agreed to give Bergman two options, either Bergman sign a contract for a month to month agreement for her time in the building up to September 1, 2019, or choose the eviction process.

Engineer Report:   Moore Engineering engineer Andrew Aakre discussed various items, including the sewer project and flood related items with American Enterprises.  Aakre discussed the options for repairing the dike on the Sheyenne River on the west side of Harwood.
