Pledge of Allegiance: Recited.

Call to Order/Roll Call: At 7:00pm, Vice President Dick Sundberg called the meeting to order. Roll call included  Dick Sundberg, Nate Keller, Darlene Meyer, and Mayor Bill Rohrich via phone. Others in attendance include Harwood Baseball rep Mark Haggerud, City Attorney Sarah Wear, Public Works Superintendent Bernie Stasche, and Auditor Casey Eggermont. 

Approve Agenda: Rohrich requested to postpone Casey Eggermont’s 6-month review until the July meeting to be in person. Mark Haggerud with the Baseball Program requested to talk earlier in the agenda. Keller made a motion with the amendments to the agenda, Meyer second. All in favor voted aye, motion passes. 

Baseball Restroom Usage: Meyer discussed that the baseball program has used the community center bathrooms for many years, but many times have failed to clean up after themselves.  The discussion led to not allowing the baseball program use the community center if the behavior continues.  Haggerud ensured that they would be kept clean for this summer as well as the kitchen, with the understanding that if the community center is not clean that the baseball program will have to make other arrangements for bathroom use.

Auditor Report: Eggermont reported that she will be attending three conferences in the month of June, meeting with Auditor Harold Rotunda to discuss the 2016 financials, and searching for a volunteer to help with budget season. Mayor Bill Rohrich volunteered to help with the budget. 

Other Business: 
Certificate of Occupancy: Sundberg signed the Certificate of Occupancy for Todd Halle’s new home on 135 Riverwood Drive. 

Building Permit: Motion by Keller to approve the building permit for the Zion Lutheran Church for no charge, seconded by Meyer. All voted aye, motion carried. 

Correspondance:
Street Vehicles/Parking in front of fire hydrants: Discussion arose about cars parking in the streets, and in front of fire hydrants. The board suggested instead of the fines that the city currently gives to enforce towing to cars in violation of parking ordinances.  Wear said that she’s work on creating an ordiance. 

Portfolio Reports: Meyer reported that there were many graduation receptions at the Community Center in the month of May, a church group will be renting the Community Center on Sunday evenings for July and August, and that she has Patty Peterson cleaning the building on an as needed basis. 

Keller reported that the ISO results will be delivered within the next 8 months.
