Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Joe Koerber presented the February 2019 Calls for Service report.  He reported that for the Harwood area, there was 8 suspicious activity calls, 4 public assists, 5 traffic complaints, 1 fire call, 1 interstate crash, and 12 traffic stops. Sheriff Jesse Jahner also attended the meeting and discussed city business with the council, including deputies patrolling the city within their means.  

New Business:
Building Permit Request from AT&T: Motion by Hankey to approve a building permit request from AT&T for a cell phone tower that will be placed directly south of the Verizon tower on Ellingson’s property, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Special Permit Request from Harwood Grill & Saloon for the Harwood Fire Department Fundraiser: Motion by Hughes to approve a special permit for Harwood Grill & Saloon to provide the bar at the Harwood Fire Department fundraiser, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Discussion on non-permanent shed requiring a building permit: A resident requested an answer to the question: does a non-permanent shed require a building permit? The consensus of the board was that a shed, if it is larger than the minimum size stated in the Harwood City Ordinances, does require a building permit even if it is non-permanent. 

Old Business: 
Aggressive Dog Ordinance/Update on Ordinances: This item is tabled until April. 

Update Community Center Contract: Discussion ensued over a new rental contract being put in place for J&J Salon, based out of the Community Center.  Mayor Rohrich said that he would discuss a new contract with the renter.

Harold Rotunda-Audit: Harold Rotunda, CPA, attended the meeting to discuss the financials of the city.  Rotunda relayed that the city needs to consider obtaining reserves.  Rotunda also relayed that the council needs to consider either raising revenues, or lowering expenses, in order to balance the budget. 

Public Works Report: Stasch relayed that a 4x4 has been cleaning the walkway from Harwood State Bank over to Monte Wilson’s residence.  Stasch relayed that this is illegal activity, and is not good for the walkway. 
 
Engineer Report:   Moore Engineering engineer Andrew Aakre requested a special meeting to discuss sewer project 2019-1.  The consensus was to have a special meeting on March 18th at noon.  Aakre went on to discuss the flood prediction. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed delinquent water bills, and the upcoming March Madness conference that she will be presenting at. 

Portfolio Reports: No portfolio reports. 

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Hughes, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:29pm.
