HARWOOD CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
City of Harwood, North Dakota
Regular Meeting
May 1, 2017

Pledge of Allegiance: Recited.

Call to Order/Roll Call: At 7:00pm, Mayor Rohrich called the meeting to order. Roll call included  Dick Sundberg, Jim Hughes, Nate Keller, Darlene Meyer, and Mayor Bill Rohrich via phone. Others in attendance include City Attorney Sarah Wear, City Engineer Andrew Aakre, Public Works Superintendent Bernie Stasche, and Auditor Casey Eggermont. 

Approve Agenda: Meyer requested to add Community Center updates, and a YMCA request. Both items were put under Portfolio Reports. Eggermont requested to scratch the Asplin Building Permit at the Soland Building permit off the agenda, and add a one night liquor license request. Both requests were put under Other Business. Keller motion, Sundberg second. All in favor voted aye, motion passes. 

Reconvene Board of Equalization Meeting:   The board of Equalization Meeting reconvened at 7:08p.m.Greg Landa, and other Vanguard rep Mr. Metinger discussed what the County has done to accommodate the citizens of Harwood if they believe their property has been overvalued.  Landa discussed that they realize that there were mistakes made with some of the properties.  Wear helped discuss the two different options that individuals can take in order to attempt to lower their valuation. Motion entertained by Mayor Rohrich to approve the updated list with the exception of Rivertree Park, of which to keep the value of $0.00 on the dwellings on the property. So moved by Sundberg, seconded by Hughes. Hughes-Yes Sundberg –Yes Keller- Yes Meyer-Yes Rohrich-no vote, Majority voted yes. 

Approve May Bills and April Minutes Consent Agenda: Motion to approve consent agenda by Hughes, second by Sundberg. 

Old Business : No old business

City Engineer Report: Aakre reported about the Bender Lane sanitary sewer study, with a recommendation to replace the gravity sanitary sewer from Bender Lane/Bender Boulevard intersection, across the railroad tracks, and to the main lift station.  The engineer’s probable cost is $275,000. 

Discussion was then had over the Dakota Prairie Estates water loop, which included Stasch dealing with stagnant water this winter in the area. The current piping arrangement is a single, long dead-end water main that serves an area that does not use large volumes of water, especially in the winter months. As further development occurs, this single line will present fire flow challenges in that area.  The engineer’s probable cost is $172,000. 

Further discussion ensued over the Main Lift Station.  After lowering a camera into the main lift station structures, it was noted that the concrete structure of the wet well is deteriorating. 

57th Street was also discussed by Aakre.  He reported that the hydraulic report by Houston Engineering, dated March 17, 2014, indicated that adding approximately 9 inches between 52nd Avenue and 64th Avenue would not cause adverse flooding conditions to adjacent properties as long as 57th Street between 64th Avenue and 76th Avenue is maintained at the profile identified in the Houston Engineering 2014 design. Aakre relayed that Moore has asked Houston for that design profile, and that the next step of the process is to verify the actual roadway profile. Regarding the roadway width, the roadway does not appear to be constructed to the cross section identified in the report, and the report specified either 28 foot or 24 foot roadway sections with 4:1 side slopes. 
Public Works Report:  Stasch discussed that the waterplant is taken care of right now except for analyzer. New bearings and seals are needed. A meeting is scheduled on May 2 with Councilman Hughes and Houston Engineering for well power lines. Discussion ensued over H&S Construction calling repeatedly and questioning the work that needs to be done yet on the Water Project. Stasch further relayed that all equipment has been serviced, mowing is getting done today, service is being done on City property that was torn up from ATV riders, and that his department and City Hall is still having problems with water meters

Auditor Report: Eggermont reported that she will be attending grant writing class, City Wide rummage sales will be happening on May 6, and the Vet Wellness Clinic will be happening on May 20. 

Other Business: 
Building Permits: Sundberg made a motion to approve the building permits for Blaine Clark and Mark Hensrud, seconded Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

ISO Audit: Est. May 12th to reevaluate Harwood, currently at a 7 ISO rate, been about 15 years since last evaluations

Liquor License: Sundberg made a motion to approve the one night liquor license request from Harwood Bar & Grill contingent on that the owner fill out an application, second by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion carried. 

Raffle Permit: Motion by Hughes to approve the Minn-Dak Chapter 26 IH Collectors Club raffle permit application, second by Sundberg. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Portfolio Reports: Meyer reported that the YMCA requested to use the Community Center as an evacuation location that is out of town.  It would be a very rare occurrence that the YMCA would need to use the Community Center, but they are required to have one listed per the YMCA protocol.  The general consensus was to allow the YMCA to use the Community Center as an emergency evacuation location. Meyer went on to discuss that the Community Center is being rented out for graduations, yoga, and rummage sales this month.  

Announcements: Next City Council meeting is Monday, June 5th. City-Wide Garage Sale is Saturday, May 6th. Clean Up Week is May 15, 16, and 17. Vet Wellness Clinic is May 20th. Memorial Day is May 29th, City Hall will be closed. 

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn at 9:32 by Sundberg, seconded by Keller. All voted aye, and the motion was adjourned. 
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
