Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Joe Koerber presented the March 2019 Calls for Service report.  He reported that for the Harwood area, there was 6 suspicious activity calls, 6 public assists, 10 traffic complaints, 2 vandalism calls, 1 theft call, 1 disturbance call, 2 animal complaint calls, 1 traffic crash and 12 traffic stops.  

New Business:
Lake Agassiz Regional Council: Amber Metz from the Lake Agassiz Regional Council attended the meeting to discuss the county wide multi-hazard mitigation plan.  Metz answered questions about the newly obtained Community Block Development Grant that Harwood received, and discussed the costs for the Council’s services.  Metz also asked what future projects Harwood would like to complete. 

Building Permits: Nate Keller, Harwood Elementary, and Rod Eisenzimmer submitted building permit requests.  

Keller’s shed permit was not approved, due to the board wanting information on where the shed would be located on his lot.  

Hughes made a motion to approve the building permit for the Harwood Elementary addition and renovation, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion was passed. 

Hankey made a motion to approve Eisenzimmer’s garage building permit with the contingency that the garage would be no larger than 1500 square feet in size, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Special Permit for Speisz Event at Community Center: Meyer made a motion to accept the special event permit for the Harwood Grill & Saloon to move their bar to the Community Center for the Speisz event, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Choose Official Newspaper: Motion by Sundberg to assign the Fargo Forum as the official city newspaper for Harwood, seconded by Hankey. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Discussion over Administrative Assistant: Discussion was had over the administrative assistant position at the City Office. The consensus was to have the current administrative assistant, Lori Peyerl, teach Eggermont the details of her role.  The reason for the discussion is due to Peyerl obtaining a full time position elsewhere, and the council had concerns over the open position. 

Old Business: 
Aggressive Dog Ordinance/Update on Ordinances: The second reading of the Harwood City Ordinance 2018-28, and ordinance to repeal and reenact title XI of the revised ordinances of 2006 of the City of Harwood, North Dakota, relating to animals.  Meyer made a motion to accept the ordinance with amendments, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the ordinance was approved. 

Ellingson Bulk Water Bill: The board discussed the bulk water bill that was sent to Ellingson Trenchless out of Minnesota.  The discussion was over the amount of the bill, which came to over $19,000 for water sales.  According to a motion made in August 2018, bulk water rates increased for businesses.  Businesses inside the Harwood area would be charged $0.03 per gallon of bulk water, and businesses outside of Harwood would be charged $0.05 per gallon of bulk water.  Since the users were out of Minnesota, the bill was charged at the $0.05/gallon price. Derrik Ellingson argued that the company is a branch of the Harwood area, and should be charged the lesser rate of $0.03/gallon.  The consensus of the board was to charge the lesser price, and to have Stasch and Ellingson work out the details. 

Public Works Report: Stasch discussed a higher tap in fee for water hookups.  Hughes made a motion to charge $500.00 for new tap in fees, seconded by Hankey. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. Stasch went on to discuss flood items, the need for a new tractor and blower for the upcoming years, and the possibility of purchasing a wood chipper to dispose of tree branches.  Stasch went on to discuss that he and Jeremy Snyder, PW, have been busy cleaning ditches and mowing.  
 
Engineer Report:   Moore Engineering engineer Andrew Aakre discussed various items, including the sewer project and flood related items. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed delinquent bills, and requested items that should be included in the 2020 budget. Eggermont requested a new server and a new laptop for Stasch, since both are at the end of their lifecycles in September.  The board advised Eggermont to add in a new computer, a new phone system, and an automatic hole puncher and automatic stapler for the office.  Eggermont then discussed Community Days requests with the board, and areas where the Community Days committee would like have blocked off for the event.  One area is the parking lot area by the Harwood Grill & Saloon for the street dance on Friday night, and the other is to block off Bender Boulevard on the north side of Bender Lane, and the south side of Lind Boulevard.  Bender Boulevard runs parallel with the North Acres Park, and the committee would like everything to be in a central location for the event.  The board agreed that both requests were acceptable for the weekend activities in September. 

Portfolio Reports: Sundberg thanked Stasch for his efforts during the flood fight.  Mayor Rohrich made a motion to give Stasch a $1500 bonus for the time and work he put in for the flood, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Meyer relayed that the Rummage Sale Lunch Fundraiser went really well, and reported that $668.00 in gross profit was made for the Community Center.
