Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Joseph Koerber presented the August Calls for Service report.  He reported that for the Harwood area, there was 1 suspicious call, 5 public assists, 1 vandalism call, 2 traffic complaints, 5 animal calls, 1 medical calls and 20 traffic stops.  Deputy Koerber relayed to the council that residents should be leery of unfamiliar vehicles in town as there have been numerous thefts in the area, including the theft of a trailer with a skid steer in broad daylight from Harwood.  

Old Business: 
Aggressive Dog Ordinance/Update on Ordinances: Motion by Sundberg to waive the reading, seconded by Hughes.  Motion by Hankey to accept the first reading of the proposed ordinance, seconded by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion passed. Next reading will be on December 3, 2018. 

New Business:
Pay Request: Motion by Sundberg to pay the pay request from American Enterprises, Inc. for their work on the 116 Oak Circle property, formerly known as the Tanner residence. Motion was seconded by Hughes. 

Christmas Light Contest: The board agreed to provide prize money for the annual Christmas Light Contest, as long as the Park Board agrees to judge the homes.  First place prize will be $150.00, second place prize will be $100.00, and third place prize will be $50.00.  Motion by Hughes to provide the prize money, seconded by Hankey. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Public Works Report:. Stasch reported that he had tagged cars that were parked on the streets, that he and Jeremy Snyder prepared the equipment for the winter season, and that the school lights were not working properly.  Stasch relayed that the lights would hopefully be fixed within the next week. 
 
Engineer Report:   Moore Engineering engineer Andrew Aakre was not present at the meeting, but provided a report to Eggermont prior to the meeting with updates.  Aakre relayed the construction schedule updates, discussed the contractor’s application for payment #1, and the engineer construction services budget update. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed the Harwood Autumn Showcase and what dollars would be going towards for the fundraiser.  Any booth rental payments would be applied to the Community Center, and all the food sales would go towards the Harwood Highlites. 

Correspondence: Jeff Grover submitted a letter to the council that discussed his thoughts on unsightly properties.  The unsightly properties topic was discussed at the October 2018 meeting, and Grover’s letter discussed the obstacles many residents may have with cleaning their properties.  The board’s consensus is that the properties in question are those that are not currently following the Harwood City Ordinances.  The properties on the list include nuisance vehicles, non-mowed lawns, and nuisance junk in yards.  Eggermont asked who residents should talk to regarding this topic going forward, and Sundberg volunteered to take phone calls regarding this topic. 

Portfolio Reports: Rohrich: Mayor Rohrich entertained a motion to pay back the loan for the 116 Oak Circle property that was taken out in August.  Motion by Sundberg to pay back the loan, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion was passed. 

Meyer: Meyer relayed the various Community Center events, and insurance claim for the water damage. 

Sundberg: Sundberg relayed that he did research on flood insurance information and provided that information to the council. 

Hankey: Hankey discussed what he found out regarding tree branch pickup that other cities.do.  He will come back with more info at the next city council meeting. 

Announcements: The Harwood Autumn Showcase will be on Saturday, November 10, 2018.  Election Day is November 6, 2018. 

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Sundberg, seconded by Hankey. All in favor voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:11pm.
