Old Business: 
Fireworks Discussion: A gentleman approached the board to discuss selling fireworks at the Harwood Community Center during June 26, 2018 to July 5, 2018.  The consensus of the board was to check with insurance and the fire marshal before granting fireworks to be sold next year at the Community Center. 




New Business:
2018 Budget: The board discussed the budget with the gallery of residents present at the meeting.  Motion made by Sundberg to approve the budget with 4.21% increase, and to keep the amendments placed on the budget from the September 25th budget meeting, and to move $20,000 from the Sales Tax Fund to the General Fund Reserve, and to move an additional $20,000 to the General Fund to assist with the Community Center costs, seconded by Hughes. Upon roll call vote, Hughes and Sundberg voted yes, Meyer voted no, and Rohrich did not vote.  The motion passed.  

Transferring Dollars within Funds: Motion by Hughes to transfer $12,292.00 from the Street Construction Fund (426) to the Street Improvement 2016-1 Fund (327) for the first years special’s payment, and to transfer $6,230.45 from the General Fund (100), $9,790.70 from the Water Fund (501), and $1,780.13 from the Sewer Fund (502), totaling $17,801.28, into the Waste Fund (503) to fix payroll errors within the 2016 year. Motion was seconded by Sundberg.  All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Building Permits: Kramer submitted a building permit application.  The permit was not approved due to not having a flood plain elevation on the form.  

The Harwood Fire Department submitted a building permit application.  Motion to approve the Harwood Fire Department building permit by Sundberg, seconded by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Manning submitted Law Enforcement Reports for the months of August and September.  The August report included 9 traffic violations, 2 fireworks violations, 1 fire alarm, 2 theft/burglary, 8 suspicious acts, 2 harassments, 1 disturbance, and 1 suicidal person.  The September report included 5 traffic violations, 1 fire call, 2 animal calls, 2 theft/fraud calls, 6 suspicious acts, 2 harassment/threats, 3 disturbance, 2 public assists, 1 vandalism and 1 welfare check. 

Public Works Report:. 
Stasch discussed the day to day workings of Public Works. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed the Annual NDLC conference she attended. 

Announcements: Next City Council meeting is Monday, November 6, 2017.

Discussion and Decision on Special Permit for Ellgard Wedding: Discussion ensued over a special liquor permit for the Ellgard Wedding.  Motion by Meyer to accept the permit, seconded by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion passed.

Discussion on Empty Council Seat: The board discussed Nate Keller’s resignation letter, dated October 3rd.  The consensus of the board was to discuss the open position at the November 6, 2017 regular meeting.
