HARWOOD CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
City of Harwood, North Dakota
Regular Meeting
September 11, 2017

Pledge of Allegiance: Recited.

Call to Order/Roll Call: At 7:00pm, Mayor Bill Rohrich called the meeting to order. Roll call included Dick Sundberg, Darlene Meyer, Jim Hughes, and Nate Keller. Others in attendance included Public Works Superintendent Bernie Stasch and Auditor Casey Eggermont. 

Approve Agenda: Meyer requested to add a community center rental request to the agenda for a wedding. Eggermont requested that discussion over renewing public funds certificate 7060.  Motion to approve with changes: Sundberg, second by Meyer. 

Approve September Bills, August Minutes, and CD 7060 Renewal Consent Agenda: Motion to approve consent agenda by Sundberg, second by Hughes. All voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Bond renewal: Hughes relayed that he would like to know what the benefits are of doing a 3-year bond are, compared to a 1-year bond.  Renewal was tabled until next meeting. 

Old Business: 
Waste Management/Recycling 2x/month: Discussion ensued over twice per month recycling from Waste Management. The survey put out by Eggermont showed a majority vote to receive twice per month recycling pickup. The general consensus of the board was to not move on a decision at this time. 

Valuations Northwest: The general consensus is to not move forward with an assessment from Valuations Northwest, who assesses governmental assets and provides documentation applicable to insurance companies.  

New Business:
Harold Rotunda, Audit: Harold Rotunda discussed the City’s financial situation, where the city should look at focusing on, and discussed the hardships of deciding whether to increase taxes and utilities or making cuts to keep the current taxes and utilities as they are. 

Stan Hanson, Houston Engineering—Warranty Work: Stan Hanson reported that both the Street Project on Prairie Drive and the Water Project are completed after the final bills are paid. 

Hanson requested approval of the final bill for the Prairie Drive street project of approximately $9000. Motion by Sundberg, second by Hughes. All in favor voted aye. 

Community Center: Discussion was had in regards to a wedding reception occurring at the community center.  Originally, the gentlemen asking to rent the community center were going to ask for a later curfew, but receded that request after learning that there is a benefit scheduled for early the next morning. 

Building Permits
Jamie Nettum submitted a building permit for a garage. Sundberg made a motion to approve, second by Meyer, All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Brock Dickson submitted a building permit as well. Hughes made a motion to approve the permit, seconded by Sundberg, all voted aye and the motion passed. 

Discussion regarding Floodway Disturbance: Discussion ensued over a possible floodway disturbance on Riverwood Drive.  Stasch and Sundberg said they would research the area. 

Public Works Report:. 
Stasch discussed working on curb boxes, the new generators for the lift stations, and the main day to day workings of Public Works. 

Engineer Report
Drinking Water State Revolving Fund: Andrew Aakre sent Eggermont an email discussing the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund, and asked the council to sign it again this year to ensure they are on the list in the event they need to request grants through the fund.  The Mayor signed the form. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont relayed that she will have a conference at the end of the month, and that she is finishing budget items. 

Correspondence:
Water Meter Letter from Todd Ellgard: Discussion was had over a letter submitted by Todd Ellgard, which discussed his concern with the new water meters. Mayor Rohrich said that he would talk to Ellgard about the water meter situation. 

Portfolio Reports:  Meyer thanked Stasch and Eggermont for their efforts with the Community Days event.
