Law Enforcement Report: Deputy Joseph Koerber presented the August Calls for Service report.  He reported that for the Harwood area, there were 4 suspicious calls, 6 public assists, 5 traffic complaints, 2 animal calls, 2 medical calls, 1 disturbance call, 17 traffic stops and 2 accident calls.

New Business:
Public Hearing—CBDG Hearing: Lake Agassiz Regional Council Program Manager Mitch Calkins addressed the board to call the Community Development Block Grant Hearing to order.  Mayor Bill Rohrich called the hearing to order at 7:09pm.  Calkins described the benefits of the CDBG to low income residents of Harwood, and what effect it would have on their specials for the upcoming sewer project. With no further questions, the hearing was adjourned. 

Riverwood Estates Drainage/General Questions: With the recent new home builds on Riverwood Drive, numerous questions and concerns came into the City Hall office regarding water drainage on Riverwood Drive.  Sundberg and Eggermont did research on the beginning building of Riverwood Drive, and discovered little information regarding a plan for drainage, with just the general agreement that drainage should flow to the back of the homes in that development. The consensus of the board is to not proceed with furthering the discussion of drainage at this time. 

Building Permits: Two permits were presented to the board for replacing sheds, the first at James and Patti Preston’s residence at 218 Park Drive, the other at Steve Olson’s residence at 421 Cedar Circle.  Both permits were unapproved until setbacks and elevation requirements were given to the board.  The consensus of the board is to approve the permits upon being notified what the intended setbacks and elevations are. 

Unsightly Yards: Hughes requested that the topic of unsightly yards be placed on the agenda.  Hughes discussed that a few residents have complained about unsightly yards in Harwood.  It was agreed that addresses would be collected for unsightly yards, and letters be sent to those addresses. 

2019 Budget: The final budget meeting is set for October 1, 2018.  

Public Works Report:. Stasch relayed that drain tile was placed on a new home build on Riverwood Drive, that the control panel for the lift station had arrived, and that he would like JDP Electric to install the panel.  Motion by Hughes to allow JDP to install the control panel, seconded by Sundberg. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. Stasch then relayed that the cameras were installed at the shop and the Community Center. 
Engineer Report:   Aakre discussed the Tanner Residence levy plan, and asked if anyone knew if asbestos was located in the home.  No members of the board had knowledge of asbestos being in the house. Aakre requested a motion to have the home tested before allowing a third party to move or deconstruct the home.  Motion by Sundberg to test the Tanner residence for asbestos up to a $2500 cost, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion carried. 

The board asked Eggermont to call Cass County in regards to the specials remaining on the Tanner property. 

Aakre then went on to ask for Mayor Rohrich’s signature on the State Revolving Fund.  The program keeps the City of Harwood on the list to receive funds for major projects.  It is in the best interest to keep the City on the list in the event that a project should come up. 

Auditor Report: Eggermont reported the delinquent water bill list, and where residents stood as far as being behind.  Eggermont relayed that the board has the option to put the delinquent bills on the property owner’s taxes, and the resident could start fresh for the new year.  The majority of the board was not in favor of this due to the worry that the residents who are continuously on the list would be on the list right away in the beginning of the new year.  A motion was made to change the billing process from a 60 day delinquent bill to a 30 day delinquency.  Hughes made the motion, seconded by Meyer.  All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed.  The new policy will start with the December usage, which will be billed in January 2019.   As a further explanation, residents will only be allowed to be behind one month, and must catch up with the next month billing or have their water shut off. Example: If a resident does not pay the January bill on or before the due date for the February bill, water will be shut off to their residence. 

Correspondence: None. 

Portfolio Reports: 
Sundberg: Sundberg relayed that trees were cleaned up on the Sheyenne River bridge.

Meyer: Meyer relayed that the month of September and October were quiet for rentals at the Community Center, and that she would like to fix the foundation at the Community Center.  The consensus was to allow Meyer to find a company willing to do the job and to get it fixed as soon as possible. 

Announcements: The Harwood Park Board will be starting the seasonal Movie Night starting October 12th. The Autumn Showcase will be November 10th. 

Adjourn: Motion to adjourn by Sundberg, seconded by Meyer. All in favor voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:22pm
