New Business: 
MetroCOG Bike Path Project: Adam Altenburg attended the meeting to discuss the Fargo-Moorhead Diversion Recreation Plan.  According to Altenburg, the project goals include providing a wide range of  year round recreation activities, restoring native plant communities, provide connectivity, and many other goals. The project would include skating/bike facilities, mountain bike trails, birding/hiking, pollinator farms, and many others. 

City Beautification: Harwood resident Char-Marie Flood approached the council to discuss a city beautification project.  The general consensus of the council is that they support Flood’s project goals. 

57th Avenue Approaches: The council was made aware by the Reed Township Board that there are 2 new approaches on 57th Avenue, south of Harwood.  Since the approaches are in the extra-territorial area of Harwood, the issue falls under the City of Harwood jurisdiction.  According to the Township, the approaches are restricting the flow of water, and will become burdensome.  The consensus of the council is to have the landowner submit an application for the building of the approaches, to pay the fees associated with the approaches, and to appropriately fix the approaches to allow for flow. 

Toys of Yesteryears: Orville Spiez approached the board to discuss a fundraiser he would like to have for the Community Center involving vintage toys.  The cost to enter the show would be $2.00, and all proceeds would benefit the Community Center.  Spiez requested a raffle permit for the fundraiser.  Sundberg made a motion to grant a raffle permit contingent upon proper paperwork being filled out and payment for the permit received, seconded by Hughes. All in favor voted aye, and the motion passed. 

Coalition Against Bigger Trucks: Meyer received an email from Matthew Muir requesting to discuss the impact that legislative proposals for longer and heavier trucks have on our community.  There was no return email addressed attached to the original email.  The consensus of the board was to pay no attention to the request. 

Community Center Discussion: Meyer discussed hopeful changes to the Community Center rules and regulations, changes to the fee schedule, and updates that she would like to see done prior to her term being complete in June 2020.

Engineer Report:   Aakre was absent during the meeting, but forwarded his report onto Eggermont.  He reported that there is no update on the Sewer Improvement District.  Aakre also reported that Braun Intertec performed the soil boring near the Bill Wald residence. He relayed that verbal indications are that the permeable layer through the levee at that location was deeper than expected, on the order of 16-18 feet below the top of the levee.  Aakre relayed that the city will need to look at the results of the boring to evaluate the extent of the improvements needed to correct the seepage issue at that location.  

Auditor Report: Eggermont discussed delinquent bills, and relayed that she will be attending the Annual Conference in Bismarck on September 19th through the 21st. 

Correspondence: 
Attendants of the open forum relayed that there were holes in old highway 81, and asked that they be repaired.  The consensus was to reach out to Jason Benson with Cass County to see what can be done. 

Portfolio Reports: Mayor Rohrich requested to purchase a new-to-Harwood pickup at the GSA sale at the end of September.  The consensus of the was to grant permission to Rohrich to purchase a suitable pickup truck between the $15,000 to $20,000 amount.
